• A certified high school transcript showing graduation from an accredited high school OR a General Education Development 

(GED) certificate OR the results from the Wonderlic Scholastic Level Exam with a score of 15 or higher; 
• Four 2” x 2” passport photos; 
• A $35.00 money order for the Texas Barber Student Permit (TDLR); 
• A $100.00 registration fee; and 
• A down payment of $900.00 for tuition (unless student qualifies for Title IV funding).

As per your request, we are emailing, faxing or mailing an application to enroll and an 
application checklist to you. If this information has been emailed to you, proceed to 
print both documents attached to the email you received from us.  If you are thinking 
about applying for financial aid, this step has to be completed before registering. Go 
online to fafsa.gov to find out if you are eligible. After your fafsa.gov has been 
completed you will receive a confirmation page with a Data Release Number from 
fafsa.gov. Please save this four-digit number and write it on top of your application. 
Please understand that the Pell Grant might help you pay for most of your tuition, if 
you are eligible. 

Please gather the documents listed on the application checklist. If you have any 
questions about such documents, please contact our admissions office at 972-642-
1892, please ask for Ms. Sandy C. 

Here’s the list of documents you will need in order to apply for financial aid: 

1. An application 
2. Driver’s License or State ID. 
3. Social Security Card 
4. Proof of high school education from an accredited institution (diploma, transcripts, 

GED) 
5. Your signed 2010 Income Tax return; 24 yrs. old and under, you will need your 

parents signed income tax return regardless of you living with them or not. 
6. Write a 200-word essay telling Mid Cities Barber College the reason you would like 

to become a barber and your plan to finish school. 

Once you’ve gathered the above mentioned documents, please call our admissions 
office to set up an appointment to register. Our office hours are Tuesday-Friday from 
10:00 am to 3:00 pm. There’s a $25 non-refundable application fee. During 
registration you will be asked to take a quiz and to read a paragraph from one of our 
textbooks. You will have to pass both the quiz and reading test. After registering, our 
Financial Aid Administrator will contact you to advise if you have been approved for 
the Pell Grant, the amount you were approved for, and the orientation date. If you 
are not approved for the Pell Grant, you may register as a private pay student.
